	Health – ‘Healthy Youth Work’.  We have all heard of healthy schools, and how that award has been used to boost the status and standard of health based work in non-formal education, but what would healthy youth work look like?  How does youth work fit into the national and local partnerships?  What are our benchmarks and comparisons?  What are the implications for training and staff development?  What are the critical issues for rural youth workers?  Find out how these questions are being approached and how the NYA has been working with projects from all over England to find ways forward.
	

	NEET into EET – ‘When it’s not quite as easy as getting on your bike’.  If you know the challenges that exist in supporting young people in rural areas to address barriers to EET and you know that there isn’t a rural proof model or one size fits all solution, then perhaps this workshop is for you.  Facilitated by Connexions Cumbria, this workshop will provide participants with a range of practical examples of NEET into EET strategies that have been successfully applied in Cumbria, as well as giving participants the opportunity to share their own experiences.
	

	Transport – ‘Accessing Transport – meeting the needs for young people’.  This workshop, facilitated by The East Riding of Yorkshire Youth Assembly, will explore the issues young people in rural areas face when accessing public transport.  Through a series of activities participants will identify the barriers and seek out possible solutions to those issues.


	

	Housing – ‘Rural Affordable Housing’.  The supply of affordable housing is a crucial element in keeping rural communities alive, ensuring that families can stay in their communities and that young people are able to set up a home close to family and friends.  Currently, Rural Housing Enablers from all over the country are working towards achieving a greater supply of affordable homes for local people.  This workshop, facilitated by Surrey Community Action, will look at what has been achieved so far.
	

	Volunteering - ‘Participation in Action’ Facilitated by Young Devon this workshop will showcase the Participation in Action model, which enables young people to be trained in a variety of modules to help equip them with the skills, knowledge and experience to better participate in their communities.  Modules include enabling young people to be involved in Interview panels, training young people to assess services and also to be involved in the commissioning of services
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
